* Plowing operations commence after 2 inches of snow accumulation.
* Alleys and residential sidewalks are cleared when snow accumulation is 4+ inches.
* Top priorities for plowing and/or salting are as follows:

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Street Parking During Snow Removal
2 Things to know about Wilmette Street Parking Ban During Winter Weather

1. No street parking after +2” of snow for 24 hours after the snowfall stops or snow removal
operations are completed (whichever is sooner).

2. No parking on one side of the street for 24 hours after snowfall of less than 2 inches, sleet,
freezing rain or ice on streets posted as 27 feet wide or less.
